THE NEW APOSTOLIC REFORMATION MAKING TIMELY INROADS … 

Following our Gospel Festival in Mauritius during the month of November ‘09, I  had a pleasant surprise 
in hearing from my longtime friend Jocelyn Ranjarison of MRE (Messagers du Réveil Évangélique), 
inviting me to come back to Tana, Madagascar. The last time we saw each other was in 1999, when he 
stayed at our place and together with few other ministers, we flew to Addis Ababa, Ethiopia to attend the 
outstanding IMPACT 2000 Conference – “ Apostolic Strategies Affecting Nations”  with Apostles John 
Eckhardt, Axel Sippach and Eyob Mamo with featured speaker Prophet Morris Cerullo 

MALAGASY POLITICAL, SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC UPHEAVAL 

                                                                                                                               In the past, we used to have 
regular ministry and teaching input 
in the churches in Madagascar. We 
worked on various social projects 
on that island nation of some 20 
million+ people. I would like to 
point out that in those days, the 
level of poverty in the nation as 
well as in the churches was high. 
We were ministering in one of the 
poorest nation of this world. The 
socialist regime had vetoed all links 
to western nations; Madagascar 
was a closed and isolated nation 
whilst the Malagasy language 
became the only means of 
acceptable medium of 
communication.  

The once mayor of Tana, the 
capital of Madagascar, Mr. Ravalomanana was able to harness the momentum of a deep social longing and unrest 
amongst the population, overturned the leadership of the incumbent president, Didier Ratsiraka. With a strong 
business background, Ravalomanana incarnated the hope of the nation as its new president from 2002 to 2007.  
Two years into his second term, this president derailed. His personal business interests were confounded with state 
interests. He started to persecute the church, specially the evangelicals and the Pentecostals segments. In fact, he 
had a list of some 800 local churches identified for closure, based on presidential decree.  

Few ministers of God warned him of impending judgment. One Malagasy preacher prophesied a 7-year term and 
the president’s downfall as well as the dismantling of his business empire. The young emerging church started to 
seek God for the nation! Within 2 months, Andry Rajoelina a 34 year old, came almost out of nowhere to 
challenged the president and through a coup d’état, became the youngest current heads of state in the world and the 
youngest head of state in Africa.  
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Politically, the situation is still volatile. The Obama administration has suspended trade benefits granted under the 
African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA) for Madagascar, citing a lack of democratic progress. The 
international community also has stopped channeling financial help to Madagascar. The country is even in more 
social and economic problem at present. However, the good news is a democracy-restoration process is in place in 
the country, including the installation of a transitional government and elections proposed for this year, 2010. We 
need to pray for this nation and its lovely people because this is the time for massive ‘harvest’ here! One good thing, 
antagonists are not to label the new emerging church as ‘sect’ anymore, but called ‘junior’ church!  

CONTEMPORARY APOSTOLIC MISSION  

Many of the young people that received our ministry in the past at le Foyer Évangélique International, Behorika, are 
now, leaders in their own rights. They are ministering around the country. Several are still in the capital city 
Antananarivo (Tana) and still few are leading mega churches. Today, we can see a positive form of prosperity in a 
good number of the churches. Some in the present leadership are not ashamed to drive their Mercedes and rightly 
so! They are reaching out to businesspersons and executive of the city; they are ministering to government officials 
and civil servants, they are also feeding the poor. Apostolic leader, Gaëtan Célestin from Mauritius, was my 
companion on this apostolic visit. Local police greeted us at Ivato, the airport, assuring a smooth entry on the 
territory. My good friends Jocelyn and Ery welcomed us. We drove to the hotel as they updated me on the local 
situations, our common ministerial friends and the actual program and activities scheduled for this visit. We were 
sincerely delighted to see each other again and the feeling of divine timing was definitely prevailing. I felt a 
connection straightaway in the Spirit and understood exactly what God was doing and the way He wanted me to 
minister, to connect, to bring upgrade and acceleration. I also felt the anointing and the wisdom needed to 
communicate the message of the new apostolic reformation to the leaders and the local churches to affect the city 
and the nation. I recall Apostle Axel Sippach being there few years back. Was I to somehow harvest from his past 
apostolic endeavors in this great city? 

FIRST APOSTOLIC AND PROPHETIC YOUTH MEETING 

We had our first meeting on Saturday afternoon at 14:00. It was a youth meeting. Some 2,000 + young people 
crowded the church in the cinema hall. The praise and worship was just magnificent. The youth had discovered the 
secret of HIS awesome presence through Jocelyn’s ministry. We have uploaded few clips to that effect on the net. 
As I ministered in this remarkable atmosphere, the revelations from the scriptures kept oozing and I could feel how 
hungry and thirsty they all were. They responded enthusiastically to this message untitled “Changing our address” . 
Unfortunately, we could not have an altar call, as there was no space between the podium and the front row. We did 
press for a personal decision and challenged them to come back the following week, as I knew we would be there 
again. The match had started beautifully! MRE, Jocelyn’s mega church in Tana, is an influential driving force. 

FIRST APOSTOLIC ORDINATION SERVICE - MRE - ANTSIRABE 

The following day, in the early morning we travelled some 165 kms to Antsirabe, the second largest city in 
Madagascar. It used to be the main provincial city from the colonial days. MRE recorded all our messages in various 
format for broadcasting purposes during the trip, viz. radio and television. MRE in Antsirabe under the leadership 
of Pastor Haja has its own radio station with full time workers. We had our first apostolic ordination service in 
Madagascar at Antsirabe.  Some 50+ leaders were chosen, appointed and ordained in the ministry. We laid hands on 
them individually, prophesied on many and activated their gifts. During this Sunday morning, many of the 
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candidates’ friends and family members had come to honor them. The church was overcrowded, some sat outside, 
and I guess enjoying the cool breeze! 

We stayed overnight at a Hotel in Antsirabe and travelled with Jocelyn and another carload of other leaders the 
following morning to reach Tana again by 9:00 am. This trip back to Tana proved to be quite unforgettable because 
all the way, Jocelyn asked questions on the apostolic ministry. The Holy Spirit gave him so many revelations and as 
a humble and teachable man of God, he received so much! I believe that is when the Holy Spirit convinced him 
without a doubt as to the biblical foundation of the apostolic ministry and its anointing to reach the multitude. As 
he was a leader of the multitude, this anointing is what he needed to move even further and faster the movement he 
had founded by the grace of God. We also introduced him to the G12 concept to gather and sustained the harvest 
whilst making disciples!  

 

GATHERING OF THE 
APOSTOLIC AND 

PROPHETIC PSALMISTS 

Our next meeting took place at le Foyer Evangélique International in Tana, the birthplace of the many ministries that are 
presently making a mark in this great nation. It was quite a remarkable event as many leaders came back to the Foyer 
after so many years. We had a special thought for the ‘spiritual’ father and mother, Augustin and Holda Rakotobe 
who are now ministering in the heart of Paris, France. Most of those present were involved in the Praise and 
Worship ministry. Jocelyn presented me as the person that had made such an impact on his life and ministry as well 
as the person that had introduced him to the power of worship.  
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Now, you must realize that here is a man that the people know all over this country and his meetings outside the 
church gather up to 15,000 people. He leads a mega church; his ministry program reaches thousands each week 
through TV and the MRE Radios. He is today a major gospel songwriter and an accomplished musician with CDs 
and DVDs. I felt very humble and nevertheless rejoiced in what God had done by His grace in the life of this 
servant. He shared with us how the prophecy that I shared in his life and ministry had happened although not 
without severe tests. 

In return, I felt that the audience and the nation of Madagascar should know Jocelyn as an apostolic and prophetic 
psalmist in the style of King David. He is definitely a pioneer of this praise and worship movement here. The level 
of expectancy as I taught was extremely high. The prophetic and revelation Spirit was present powerfully during the 
message and the ministry time. The Holy Spirit showed us that the anointing comes on the head first and then 
touches the whole body and in like manner, Tana, prophetically is the head of this nation and His throne and abode 
will be revealed through the worshipers gathered and same will eventually be spread in the four corners of this great 
land.  

God’s people are released from 
‘Egypt’s slave mentality’ to be free to 
worship. As the nation becomes a 
people of worship, prison doors will 
open and the captives release from 
bondages. Evil spirits ruling, reigning 
and residing by oppressing the 
people will have to flee as this 
powerful song of worship to the 
living God rises in the land and the 
presence of God and the anointing 
will abide on the city! During the 
ministry time, the gift of prophecy 
manifested freely and the gifts 
activated! 

 

REAL BREAKTHROUGH OF THE NEW APOSTOLIC REFORMATION MOVEMENT 

The crucial time of our visit came. This meeting was a closed one as we had only some 25 ministerial leaders 
present. We felt that it was important and more effective at this stage to present the new apostolic reformation 
teachings and the restoration of the apostolic ministry to few influential leaders first. As we compare for a moment 
the pastoral and the apostolic anointing, the decisive moment certainly came by the help of the Holy Spirit. We 
elaborated on the apostolic functions and furthermore, allowed for a question and answer time. Questions they sure 
had plenty! 
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I felt great peace, wisdom and authority during the 
presentation. The degree of clarity of the biblical 
teaching was undeniable for the men and women 
of God and they responded positively. Brother 
Lalaina as well as Jocelyn shared their convictions 
and testimony as well as their willingness to move 
ahead in the ‘apostolic’. They were ready to be 
ordained as apostles the following Sunday! They 
are both leading mega churches and have ample 
signs of apostolic function in their ministry. Many 
other leaders expressed the same desire for 
ordination. In fact, two leaders made a request for 
their ordination by Apostle Jocelyn the week after I 
left. Praise God! I can only thank God for the 
prayers of so many friends around the world and in 
Mauritius! The reformation is making timely  
inroads indeed! 
 
 
                                                                                                                                                                         
SECOND APOSTOLIC AND PROPHETIC YOUTH MOVEMENT MEETING 

Saturday the 23 of January. We were once again in this lively youth meeting. The celebrations, praise and worship 
was just awesome. Our theme was ‘A great vision’. The text is from exodus 3 and the context is about God’s call on 
Moses life especially for the freedom of His people. We zeroed in on the ‘sent ones’ aspect of our lives. We are each 
one ‘sent ones’ of the Lord! We have received gifts, talents and grace to accomplish our mission on earth as ‘sent 
ones’. We are people of destiny and we must rise and walk in our calling. The Holy Spirit reminded us according to 
Joel’s prophecy that the young men and women will receive God’s Spirit and visions and they will prophecy in the 
nations of the world. They were challenged to serve God in their youth and to get ready for the mega meeting 
coming up God willing in June 2010. Almost everybody in the Hall was on their feet and responded to the call to be 
a ‘sent one’ – apostolos people in this world!  

SECOND, TH IRD AND FOURTH APOSTOLIC ORDINATION SERVICE – TANA 

The real harvest of this visit actually occurred in a tangible manner on Sunday the 24 of January. We had three 
ordination services scheduled for that day with more than 
150 ministerial candidates. Fifteen apostolic leaders were 
also established, confirmed and ordained on that special day.  

The very first person to be ordained was none other than 
the founder of MRE in Madagascar, apostle Jocelyn 
Ranjarison. The first meeting started at 7 o’clock in the 
morning at Roxy. The place was packed and at least in two 
places in the basement, hundreds of people were following 
the event through closed circuit projections.  As he knelt 
down, we laid our hands on him and prayed for his 
ordination in the apostolic ministry.  We prophesied on his 
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life and ministry. This was a special and historical moment indeed, as we presented Jocelyn to the congregation as 
the apostle of the MRE movement, the Malagasy nation and to the nations. We then read the congratulatory note of 
apostles John Eckhardt and Axel Sippach to the people. Jocelyn joined the apostolic presbytery as we laid hands 
individually on the candidates and prayed over them and prophesied as the Holy Spirit led. Some leaders from other 
local churches came to be ordained apostolically. 

The second meeting started at 10:30 am. We started the service by ordaining brother Sylvain and his dear wife as 
apostolic leaders on the movement and in the nation. They have served faithfully as leaders in the MRE movement 
and in various capacities in the City. God has used them as father and mother to literally thousands in the 
movement and they are highly respected individuals. God has used apostle Sylvain in inter-church relationships and 
unity in Tana. He then joined us as we ordained another 80+ ministerial candidates for activation, acceleration and 
release. Only God can perform such wonders!  

The third ordination service took place at Foyer Chrétien International, Mandroseza an outer suburb of Tana. I have 
known Andriamisolo Lalaina the founder of this movement as a teenager of 17 years old. Today, this mega church 
runs seven meetings per weekend apart from the radio programs. They have submitted plans to build a 5,000-seater 
auditorium. They also have five churches across Tana and plans are underway to start another five churches this 
year.  They feed more than 2,000 people every month. 

We ordained Lalaina as an apostle of the movement, on the city and the nation of Madagascar. What a thrill it was 
to see the man of God rising through the ranks against all odds. We had a powerful prophecy on his life and the 
congregation cheered as he was acknowledged in this new capacity. Apostle Lalaina then joined the presbytery and 
we laid hand on another five of his leaders to be consecrated to God and ordained in the apostolic ministry. 
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HIGHLIGHTS  

Apart from the powerful events of this high impact 10-day visit, I  
would like to close with few highlights. First, there is a request to start 
the G12 in MRE , Tana and the manuals will be translated in 
Malagasy. Some funds and a translator have already been designated. 
A young couple, good friends of ours Miary and Volana will be 
starting a new MRE Church in Tamatave, the sea port of Madagascar 
soon. A new MRE radio studio and program will be operational soon 
in that region. Apostle Jocelyn has extended an invitation to me for follow-up during the month of March. I had the 
opportunity to speak and prophesy on the life of an advisor to a leading minister of the present government. Finally 
yet importantly, I had breakfast with the sister of the President of the nation. She is surely a wonderful woman of 
God with a real heart for the extension of God’s Kingdom in her nation. As this report of God’s marvelous work in 
Madagascar comes to you and you know of a TV or Radio engineer that has at heart to help, we have an incredible 
opportunity for their expertise. Please contact me for details. God Bless and thanks for your continued prayers for 
the leaders and for the people of God as well as for the political and economical situations. Veloma!
