Some of you will remember that since March of 2010, 
we have been working on plans to set up a ministerial 
training centre in Antananarivo (Tana), Madagascar. 
We are most happy to report that all are set and ready 
to go. Wait, a minute, we have a major problem! We 
have more enrollments than we anticipated! Brace 
yourself, we have some 400 (four hundred) students at 
present and had to close the enrolment procedures. 
This is victory as we had not yet advertised the 
training centre. We have not printed our brochure and 
2,000 manuals (400 x 5 subjects) for the 1st semester. 
Our soft opening is scheduled for the 14 of June. The 
grand opening of CFB will be in July the Lord willing 
when I return to Tana. We can imagine our new 
premises already showing signs of being too small for 
the second year! 
Our very first subjects are: Making Disciples, Praise 
and Worship1. , Faith Foundations, Finances and 
I will personally teach Apostolic Evangelism.  
CFB will offer a certificate, an associate of Arts, an 
advanced Diploma and a B.A. of arts. Iõm presently 
making arrangements for accreditation with The 
Apostolic Council for Educational Accountability 
(ACEA) based in the USA.
